FROM THE DESK OF FATHER HAGE 
  Today we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most Holy Body 

and Blood of Christ, which is also known as Corpus Christi. 

The Lord Jesus, on the night before he suffered on the cross, 

shared one last meal with his disciples. During this meal, 

our Savior instituted the sacrament of his Body and Blood. 

He did this in order to perpetuate the sacrifice of the Cross 

throughout the ages and to entrust to the Church his Spouse 

a memorial of his death and resurrection. The Catholic 

Church professes that, in the celebration of the Eucharist, 

bread and wine become the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ 

through the power of the Holy Spirit and the instrumentality 

of the priest. Jesus said: “I am the living bread that came 

down from heaven; whoever eats this bread will live forev-

er; and the bread that I will give is my flesh for the life of 

the world. . . . For my flesh is true food, and my blood is 

true drink” (Jn 6:51-55). The whole Christ is truly present, 

body, blood, soul, and divinity, under the appearances of 

bread and wine—the glorified Christ who rose from the 

dead after dying for our sins. This is what the Church means 

when she speaks of the “Real Presence” of Christ in the Eu-

charist. This presence of Christ in the Eucharist is called 

“real” not to exclude other types of his presence as if they 

could not be understood as real (cf. Catechism, no. 1374). 

The risen Christ is present to his Church in many ways, but 

most especially through the sacrament of his Body and 

Blood. I pray that our devotion to the Most Blessed Sacra-

ment may always be at the center of our faith communities.

Disposing of Religious Artifacts 
  As Catholics, we are accustomed to having religious ob-

jects “blessed,” which signifies the permanent sanctification 

and dedication of an object for some sacred purpose. Once a 

religious object is blessed and dedicated for divine worship 

or veneration, it must be treated with reverence and must 

not be used in either an improper or profane way (cf. Code 

of Canon Law, #1171). 

  What happens when the rosary or statue breaks and is ir-

reparable? Or, when the palm dries out, and the following 

Palm Sunday provides us with new palm? The basic rule for 

the disposition of these items is to burn or to bury them. 

  So, instead of dropping it off in the church basement, the 

normal “rule of thumb” is that anything that has been 

blessed should be burned (and then the ashes buried) or 

simply buried.
